Cards are to be returned, please allow time for them to be processed. 

3. The committee reserves the power to reject or remove any Exhibitor, servant or attendant, or any visitor from 
the Show without being required to give any explanation or being liable for compensation. The powers 
conferred on the committee shall be delegated to the Secretary and all monies won by such offenders shall be 
forfeited. 

4. NO DOGS, excepting registered Assistance Dogs or Dogs for exhibition/competition, will be allowed 
on the grounds.  

5. The committee reserves the right to postpone, and further postpone any Show from the advertised 
date, and may make any alterations it deems desirable in the schedule of prizes, or other show arrangements. 

6. The decision of the Society on all points shall be final and without recourse.
