Show Horse Ring Guidelines:

* Horses or Ponies may only compete as either Encourage or Official and
may enter as a Show Horse or Hunter, not both.

* Encourage classes are for Horses/Ponies/Riders that have not won more
than 3 (official ring or official event) FIRST placing’s in, open classes, i.e.,
height, weight, and ladies/gents/child’s classes.

e Even though a Horse or Pony may have competed in official classes, the
mount may, in the event of having insufficient wins, return to Encourage
ring status.
